Fishers of Men

Purpose: The purpose of this craft will be to put a concrete image of  the message into the child’s mind.  After a lesson and singing the song, “I Will Make You Fishers of Men”, this craft will help the children more easily remember the verse, the meaning of it, and how to apply it.

Description: 

Seashell Fish Mobile

Materials:

-Large, clean clam shells from your grocer or a seafood restaurant. (If you ask           them to save the shells for your Sunday school class they should be happy to.)



- Feathers



- Googley eyes (from craft store)



- Colored string, buttons, glue, hangers



- Copies of Matthew 4:19 for each mobile


Putting it all together:



-Help students tie a button to the strings (3 per child).


-Put the button in between 2 shells** and glue the shells together with the string                   hanging out the top.



-Let the glue dry for several minutes.  



-Have the children decorate the “fish” with eyes and feathers as fins.  


-Tie the three fish on a wire hanger and attach the verse to the finished mobile.


**The shells look extra colorful if you spray paint them in several colors beforehand.


 The children can hang them around the class or take them home to hang in their rooms!

Key Words: Sheep, Shepherd

Purpose: To help the students visualize how the Lord take care of us, His “sheep”

Description: The following will be needed for each student:





1 small piece of cardboard (to be cut into main body of sheep)





1 piece of felt (pre-cut to be sheep’s head)





2 clothespins (for sheep’s legs)





barn yarn (for sheep’s wool)





(Also, scissors and glue will be needed)


1) The students will cut out the sheep’s body, an oval.


2) the students will glue on the head and wool to the sheep’s bodies.

3) while allowing the glue to dry, the students will write one of the references on each of the clothespins that they have.


4) when the glue is dry, they will attach their clothespins.


5) now they have their sheep reminders that God takes care of them.

Holy Ground Sandals
Purpose: To help younger children identify with scripture by briefly acting out      

Moses’ obedience to God’s command by removing his sandals, so as not        

      to defile God’s Holy Ground.

Description:  Have children make pencil outline of their left and right shoes on a


           piece of cardboard.  Cut out “sandals” leaving approximately a 1”



 margin around the penciled outline.  Punch six hole for laces in the 



 margin area.  Locate four holes in the toe area, two holes on each



 side.  Punch two holes in the heal area, one on each side of the heel.



 Starting from the under-side of the sandal, thread one end of the yarn

 in the 1st toe area hole.  Thread the other end of the yarn in the   opposing toe area hole and pull yarn up through top of sandal making the two ends of the yarn even.  Cross the ends of the yarn and thread  

them down through the next two holes, leaving some slack in the yarn, 

forming an “x”.  Thread the remaining yarn up through the heel holes. With one end coming up from the bottom left hole, and the other coming up through the right heel hole. They may decorate the sandals as desired.  The child can then insert their foot under the “x” formed yarn at the toe, and lace the yarn around the ankle to wear the sandals.

Designs can be premade on the computer.  Remember, designs should be made in reverse, because they get ironed on the shirt.  Most art software like PrintShop has a reverse feature and also a coloring book feature that prints the picture with just outlines.

Directions are on the back of the crayons.  Color design on the paper, press hard when coloring.  Place sheets of white paper between front & back of shirt before pressing.  Iron on cotton setting (no steam), keeping pressure steady & moving iron slowly.

Key Words: Faith, Believing without seeing

Purpose: This is a craft mainly for little children.  It can help remind them of the concept, why they can not see the Spirit, or why they can not see themselves being born again, but they can know just like they can know that there is wind.  One does not have to see in order to believe.  

Description: Take strips of construction paper and have the children decorate the pieces of paper.  Then have them glue on pieces of yarn to the back side of the paper and all along the same edge.  Form the construction paper in a circle and staple, glue, or tape the sides together.  Attach another piece of yarn at the top to form a handle.  This will form a windsock that the children can hang up to remind them that just because we can not see something does not mean that it is not there.  We can not see the wind but we know it is there.

Emotional Pain
Craft/Discussion

Scripture: Matthew 11:28-30

Key Words: Emotional, Pain, Experience.

Purpose: To have the kids wrestle with some big questions about God.  To help them understand that emotional pain can deepen our faith in God.

Description: Gather kids together and distribute paper, pencils and tape.  Then form pairs so kids can discuss their reactions to these questions.  Discussion Questions:

1) What’s your most painful life experience?  Explain.  What words would you choose to describe the hurt you felt during that time in your life?


Have the kids write their words on their papers and then tear the papers apart so each word is on a separate strip.  Ask kids to tape their words onto their clothes so everyone can se them.  Then gather everyone together and ask:

2) How does it feel for other people to be able to see the words you wrote?  How is that vulnerability like what happens when you experience pain in real life?  How can emotional pain and vulnerability deepen your faith in God?


Have each teenager go to one other person in the room, pull a word from that person’s clothing, and tape that word onto his or her own clothing.  When kids are finished, ask:

3) How is what you just did like what God wants to do when we feel pain?


Close the activity by reading aloud Matthew 11:28-30.

Old shoe boxes

Markers or Paint 

Fabric (optional)

Glue

Slips of scrap paper

Pens


This will give students a better understanding of casting their cares to the Lord. This is a good activity for various ages depending on detail. 


Give each student some of the scrap paper and a pen. Have them write on each slip of paper something that bothers them or they worry about. It can be something they are scared of, anything. Give students a box and tell them to decorate it very nicely. Also have them line the box with fabric. Explain to them that they are making caskets. They may need some help, but normally they seem to catch on quickly and have enormous creativity with the decoration. After they have decorated the ox have them carefully place all their papers in the box and seal it up with tape (duct tape is best, it seals everything!) Explain to each student that they will have to carry their boxes to the “funeral.” If there is a dumpster is out in the back of the church or school, that is best, but a big trash can will do. Have each student carefully go to the dumpster and “bury their box”. If they are really older and want to be creative, they can even give a eulogy where they talk about leaving all this to God and it won’t return.  After each student has gone through the burial, bring them back to the classroom and explain that when we cast our burdens on Christ, He takes them and we don’t have to worry about them anymore, like if we bury a casket, whatever is inside does not come to life.
